How to Use this Macro

Save this file in a convenient Folder.

Put the file “Activities.xls”, from the “Diary Download” page, or from the Activities Backup email into the same folder as this Document.

Open this file from the folder you put it in.

Click on “Tools”, then on “Macro” and then on “Macros…”. Select “MakeBulletin” if needed and click on the Run button.

Note: You may need to slacken off the Security setting on your Word to run this Macro. Do this by going to “Tools”, “Options”, “Security” and clicking on the button “Macro Security”. Set security to Medium or Low. You will need to come out of Word and then back in again to allow the change to take effect. If you do this to run this Macro you are strongly advised to set Macro Security back to its previous setting afterwards. To avoid having to do this you can re-install the Macro locally. Please see below for how to do this. 

How to Modify this Macro

This macro can be modified to suit your needs. As very quick outline of what it does is as follows

1. Finds out which column number holds which item of data (date, description etc) by iterating along the first row which contains column names

2. For each of the other rows (that contain data)

2.1. Extract that data

2.2. Format and print it

It will stop printing rows after a few blank ones.
